Bell tower is an important 
witness of fusion of 
Arabic and Norman 
period. On the bell tower 
there are eight big bells. 
 



Villa Comunale is the 
Salerno’s “garden”.It’s 
situated opposite the 
Verdi Theatre. 

It was projected in the 
1784,but it was realized in 
the 1970 by the architect 
Casalbore. In the 
Christmas time it’s 
decorated with some 
artistic lights.
